Financial Report:
The financial report was presented by Brother Noelke, Treasurer. The Sub-Chapter has $224,798.29
in  cash  and  investments  as  of December 31,  2022.

COMMITTEE REPORTS :

Brother Macdonald's Report: (Presented by Brother Noelke)

Medical Insurance for Disability Retirees
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As reported many times, the arbitration case contesting the Wayne County discontinuance of health
care insurance coverage for disability retirees with an award stating that "The County violated the
collective bargaining agreement when it made changes to health care benefits for newly
approved duty and nonduty disability retirees.  The County must rescind Administration
Personnel Order 1-2010 and make whole the duty or nonduty disability retiree who was
improperly denied healthcare benerits after 2010 by virtue of the fact that they did not meet
the age and service requirements for "normal" retirement."  The award only applies to
AFsa\ffi disability retirees who retired after the persormel order was issued.  Those disability
retirees who retired prior to the order did not have their healthcare status changed.

When Wayne County did not honor the award, Council 25 legal counsel obtained a cout order
requiring Wayne County to implement the award.  Wayne County then filed motions with the cout
for reconsideration and then a stay of the court order and both motions were denied.  It is expected
that Wayne County will not attempt to overfum the award and cout orders at the Michigan Court of
Appeals.  Since the arbitration award, our attorneys have been seeking a "make whole" plan from
the County consistent with the award with no response from Wayne County.

HEALTH CARE INSURANCH SETTLEMENT (STIPENDS)

The payments by Wayne County of non-Medicare eligible stipends are consistent with the
settlement agreement through the payment due January 2, 2023.  Wayne County is providing
monthly reports of stipend amounts transferred to RERS/Alerus.  The Sub-Chapter continues to
assist members on stipend issues that are, generally, quickly resolved.

Motion  by  Brother  Pendracki,  properly  supported  by  Sister  Baulnan,  to  accept  the  report  as
presented.
